Address Toxic Exposure & Burn Pits

A disturbingly high percentage of post-9/11 veter-
ans have been exposed to airborne toxic hazards,
often the result of personal proximity to burn pits
for extended times during service. The American
Legion has fought for service-connected disability
benefits for conditions linked to toxic exposures for
decades and will continue to do so for this genera-
tion.

The American Legion urges Congress to reintro-
duce and pass the Toxic Exposure in the American
Military (TEAM) Act of 2020 and supports further
studies into conditions directly related to contami-
nants in order to establish a complete list of pre-
sumptive diseases caused by toxic exposure during
service.
